Definitions and Interpretation

shall be construed accordingly;

"Customer" the Nasmyth company that issues the Order to the Supplier.

“Customer IPR” as defined in condition 10.2;

“Customer Property” designs, samples, drawings, technical data, specifications, raw materials, part
manufactured products, tools, gauges, packaging materials and/or any other materials provided by the
Customer and/or any jigs, tooling, equipment and/or other materials in respect of which the Customer has
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2018 and any other law applicable to the protection of personal data in effect from time to time (together, Data
Protection Legislation), (b) process the information only in accordance with the Buyer’s lawful instructions; (c)
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
